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Lower Heidelberg Township Waste Collection

TRASH CURBSIDE COLLECTION 
Trash is collected one (1) time a week on Monday. The maxi-
mum total number of cans or bags of trash that you can put out 
is six (6). Containers cannot exceed thirty-five (35) gallons and 
may not weigh more than forty (40) pounds. Place trash curbside 
the evening before collection. 
 
RECYCLING COLLECTION  
Recycling will be collected every other week on Thursday 
for the entire Township. Place recycle container out the evening 
before collection. See calendar for schedule.  
 
What can be placed out as recyclables?  

• Paper and Cardboard 
(no books, no contaminated pizza boxes) 

• Wax Cartons: milk, juice, soup, flavored drinks and  
cartons can be recycled. 

• Aluminum (no aluminum foil) 
• Glass (no window glass, mirrors or light bulbs) 
• Plastics #1- #7 (no toys, styrofoam or ceramics) 

 
BULK ITEM COLLECTION 
Each household is allowed to put one (1) bulk item out with your 
trash on Monday.  ITEMS NOT ALLOWED: Some appliances 
and items containing Freon, electronics, car parts, oil based 
paints, hazardous materials, tires, and construction materials. 
Bulk item cannot be heavier than a two person crew can lift. 
ACCEPTABLE ITEMS: Furniture, carpet rolled and tied  
maximum length 48 feet, construction and demolition debris cut 
to maximum length of 4 feet, washers, dryers, dishwashers, 
stove/range. MATTRESS & BOX SPRING DISPOSAL: 
Mattresses and box springs must be bagged and sealed in 
plastic mattress bags when placed curbside.  

Items may be set out on your regularly scheduled trash/bulk 
service day. These plastic bags are available at most home 
improvement retailers. 
 
YARD WASTE INFORMATION 
J.P. Mascaro does not collect at the curb with your Monday 
trash pick-up or in your recycling. Yard waste meeting the 
regulations of South Heidelberg Township can be taken to the 
South Heidelberg Township Organic Waste Site on Point Road, 
Wernersville, off of Route 422. You must apply for access 
before you can take any yard waste there.  
 
NO HAZARDOUS WASTE! 
Car batteries, gasoline, motor oil, pesticides, oil-base paints and 
other toxic/hazardous materials are not accepted! Berks County 
solid waste authority phone is: (610) 478-6362 for information of 
disposing these materials or visit their website at 
www.berkspa.gov/departments/solid-waste-authority.  

HOLIDAY COLLECTION  
In weeks containing a Holiday, collection of trash and recycling 
will take place ONE DAY LATER THAN USUAL. If there is a 
MONDAY holiday, then your trash will be picked up on Tuesday. 
If there is a THURSDAY holiday, then your recycling will be 
picked up FRIDAY. All collection schedules will return to normal 
beginning the Monday of the next week. Holidays observed: 
New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. 
 
E-WASTE ALERT! Waste disposal facilities in Pennsylvania 
do not accept electronic devices such as televisions and  
computer devices including hard drives, monitors, keyboards, 
mouse and printers or their components.
